HOW'S YOUR FAITH LIFE?

| was readingPsalm 115as part of my morning
devotions one day, and | read these words:

“The heavens are the Lord’s heavens, but the
earth he has given to human beings. The dead do
not praise the Lord, nor do any that go down into
silence. But we will bless the Lord from this time
on and forevermore. Praise the Lord!” (vs. 16-18)

The Psalmist makes a pretty good point that what
goes on in the heavens is under the Lord’s contrd
and we leave that up to God. It's apparent also
from this passage that the dead do not lift up thei
voices or spend any time giving praise to the Lord
They are not in any position to do anything that
would honor God or signify their relationship with
the Lord who, incidentally, is the Lord of life. BUT
living and breathing human beings are in a uniquej
position, according to this Psalm. Human beings
have the gift and “response-ability” to use our
voices and other God- given attributes to offer
blessing and praise to the Lord.

| am not yet among the heavenly chorus. Neither
am | among those who have breathed their last
and have been consigned to silence. So | must be
among those currently given time on earth to
praise the Lord. The only thing that could get in
my way would be a lack of faith that the Lord,

indeed, has endowed me with this gift, and intend$

for me to use it.
How about you?

HOW IS YOUR FAITH LIFE?

Does anything get in the way of your faithful re-
sponse to all that the Lord has given you? The
Psalmist believes that anything short of continuou
praise and worship with all our heart, mind, soul
and strength falls short of who we are created to
be. Prayer, worship, offerings of ourselves and ou
personal resources for God’s glory should be inten
woven into the fabric of our lives. That may not be
the way most of us view our relationship with the
Lord, but that's clearly what the author of Psalm
115 had in mind. Actually, living an active and
committed faith life appears to be the target and
struggle of many folks throughout the Biblical
story.

The more | read the Bible, the more I, too, am en-
gaged in a struggle about setting priorities in my
own life on a daily basis. God wants both my atten]
tion and the “first fruits” of my faith.

No one ever said living in God’s grace is easy, buf
lthe blessings are immeasurable! Go ahead. Give
a try! Next time you have an opportunity to choosd

on small decisions and big decisions. You might b
surprised at the beneficial effect on your faith lie.
Who knows? Your life might get better and better!
And these days, everyone could use a little more
good news in their life.

“Not to us, O Lord, not to us, but to your name
give glory, for the sake of yoursteadfast love and
your faithfulness. Why should the nations say,
‘Where is your God?’ You who fear the Lord,
trust in the Lord! He is your help and your
shield.The Lord has been mindful of us; he will
bless us; he will bless those who fear him, both
small and great. May you be blessed by the Lord,
who made heaven and earth.” (Psalm 115)

April 2009 Council Meeting Notes

After the call to order by Council Presi-
dent Mike Imboden, Teresa Gamewell opened the
April Council meeting with a devotion and prayer.
Pastor Mike shared thoughts on his work during thg
month and asked for feedback on the service
changes during Lent and Easter. Everyone agreed
with the time change on Wednesday evenings to
6:30 and had positive things to say about the con-
tent and general sense of worship during Lent.
There was also high praise for the fellowship and
food enjoyed during the Lenten suppers and for
Pastor Robertson.

It was reported that the first draft of the
Facilities Use Policy would be presented to Support
Board on May 8 and would then go to Parish Life
and Worship and Music for review and comment.
As soon as these comments were returned to the
committee, the committee would prepare a final
draft to present to the Congregation Council.

Plans were made for gathering informa-
tion for the 2008 Annual Report to the Congrega-
tion. The report will include summaries from each
of the ministries and boards; the 2009 budges list
of Calvary Lutheran staff members, ministry and
board stewards, new members who joined in 2008,

and the baptisms, weddings, and deaths of the year.

Support Board provided the information
about the roof that Council had requested in the
March meeting. The board had asked several roof
ing contractors to estimate the cost of replacimg t
roof for Calvary Lutheran Church, and each was
given the same set of written specifications. The
estimates received ranged from $29,120 to
$62,000. None of the contractors would give an
estimate of how quickly the roof needed to be re-
placed since the lifespan of any roof depended on &
number of unknown factors, chief among them
being the weather. However, it was noted that both
roofs were very near the end of their estimated lif
span. The roof over the sanctuary and education
wing is 20 years old and the roof over the new fel-
lowship hall is 14 years old.

After discussion of the estimates and
needs of the church, Council determined that
$32,000 plus $5000 for overage would be the likely
cost of replacing the existing roof. After further
discussion on how to raise the necessary funds
Seth Hunt moved that the roof be replaced within
2009, using funds on hand in combination with &
bank loan for the balance, the loan to be retised|a
quickly as possible. Angela Williams seconded
and the motion passed unanimously.

The revised church constitution, recently
approved by the NC Synod, will be presented on 7
June 2009 at a specially called Congregational
Meeting to be announced per notification require-
ments in the present constitution. The meeting wil
be held following the later worship service and jus
before the 78 anniversary pot luck dinner to be
held in New Fellowship Hall. (Go to
www.clcmorganton.ordo read the draft of the new
constitution.)

Council approved a request from the
Evangelism and Stewardship Board to hold a stew-
ardship campaign kick-off event on 16 August
2009. The event will include a luncheon at 11:30
with distribution of pledge cards and Time & Tal
ent sheets. Church members will be able to co-
plete the cards and sheets at the luncheon and furn
them in as they leave.

The Personnel Committee updated job
descriptions for secretary, custodians, choir dirg
tor, hand bell director, and organist/music directo
The descriptions have been shared with employees
for their review prior to finalization.

o

At the April meeting of Worship and Mut
sic it was suggested that all those who order sup-
plies from Augsburg compile their orders and syb-
mit them to the church secretary. The secretary
will then place an order periodically as needed and
save the church a fair amount of money in shipping
costs. The meeting adjourned after closing wid th
Lord’s Prayer.
